CORRESPONDENCE
Letter from Cambria County Elections Office – Elections Results  
A letter was received from the Cambria County Elections Office, providing the election results from the November, 2025 election.  It was reported that Robert Dow was elected Township Auditor.  This position has been vacant for a period of time.  

Mr. Gvozdich, Jr., commented that someone should reach out to Mr. Dow.  He is required to take the Oath of Office and have it notarized for the auditor position. Mr. Gvozdich, Jr. also stated that the 2nd Class Township Code requires three auditor positions.  There are two seats remaining if Mr. Dow fills in the seat he was elected to.  He noted that there are 30 days to name 2 more auditors, by the February 9, 2026 meeting.  The position has a minimal job, as the Board uses a Certified Public Accounting firm to conduct the audits.  It was stated that only the Auditors may set the salary of the Board of Supervisors.
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The Board agreed that a letter is to be sent to Mr. Dow, advising him that he is to be sworn in for

his newly elected position.

Mr. Lehman stated that you must be a resident of the township for at least one year to be appointed as elected auditor, and a registered voter.
